Regular Meeting
August 17, 2011

Present – Mayor Bonnie Bennett, Trustees George Farenthold, Marie Taylor, and Lili MacCormick.

Absent –   Trustee Murphy.
Also Present – Village Clerk Dee Nance, Treasurer Deborah Brooks and Code Enforcement Officer Mick Piechuta.

Members of the Public –  David Brooks and Sue Bragg.
Mayor Bennett called the meeting to order at 7:03 PM and all stood for the Pledge of Allegiance.  

Mayor Bennett asked for approval of the July 20, 2011 regular meeting and public hearing minutes.  A motion of acceptance was made by Trustee Farenthold; seconded by Trustee Taylor.  Motion carried 4:0.
Announcements – Clerk Nance announced that tickets are on sale for the annual Cayuga Lake Watershed, dinner-dance fundraiser.  The event, “Sunset on Cayuga” will be held October 8th in Wells College’s Sommer Center.
Visitor Recognition – Sue Bragg asked for an update on the south-end water line extension project.  Mayor Bennett replied that water would not be supplied to the line and hydrant unless the issue over Sunset Beach property is resolved either through acquisition of the land where the hydrant was placed, or an easement.  Mayor Bennett added that village attorneys are working on the issue and have sent a deed to the Sunset Beach property owners for their review.
Treasurer’s Report – none.

Mayor Bennett presented the bills for payment on Abstract #3.

Trustee Farenthold moved payment of the General Fund Bills; seconded by Trustee MacCormick.  Motion carried 4:0.

Trustee Taylor moved payment of the Water Fund bills; seconded by Trustee Farenthold.  Motion carried 4:0.

Sewer Fund – voucher #’s 081, 085, 089, 091, 093, 095, 099, 103-104, 108, 110, 114, 119-120, and 083A in the amount of $5,081.76

Trustee Farenthold moved payment of the Sewer Fund bills; seconded by Trustee Taylor.  Motion carried 4:0.

Buildings and Grounds – No report.
Parks and Recreation – Trustee MacCormick reported that the summer swim program is running well.  Attendance was better in July than August.  The program has been extended for half a week.  Closing date is no longer Sunday, August 21st, but has been moved to Wednesday, August 24th.  MacCormick also reported that the new seesaw has been installed at the Memorial Playground and the baby swing has been replaced.  She recommends that the board consider budgeting for replacement of the playset next year.

Old Business – The board discussed their on-going negotiations with Sunset Beach residents regarding the waterline and hydrant on their property.  Mayor Bennett said she would work on a resolution for the August board meeting outlining what the village would and would not do for Sunset Beach residents if we acquired this piece of property.

The board discussed problems with graffiti and minor damage to the new picnic tables at the Village Park.  No action was taken.

New Business – Mayor Bennett reported that she spent a day with SCCS teacher Barbara Casper editing the students’ power point presentation on Aurora history.  This work will eventually appear on the village website.

Mayor Bennett discussed various avenues for fundraising to renovate Patrick Tavern.  She suggested selling the students’ work in book form to raise funds for the renovations.  She believes this is legal for the village to do so long as we recoup our investment.  Mayor Bennett believes that “Friends of Patrick Tavern” still exists as a viable, not-for-profit entity that could recoup money from the sale of these books.

Mayor Bennett is also researching Sheila Edmunds claim that Pleasant Rowland said she would return the $21,000 originally granted to the village, if they resumed restoration efforts on Patrick Tavern.

A motion of adjournment was made by Trustee Taylor; seconded by Trustee MacCormick.  Motion carried 5:0.  The meeting adjourned at 8:35 PM.
