
1. Paines Creek
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Paine's Creek:  Paine's Creek is the small river located at the south end of Aurora that flows into Cayuga Lake.  It was named for Edward Paine from Connecticut who built his log house on the creek shortly after 1791. A New York State historical marker indicates that the creek was been given the nickname “Moonshine Creek” because of the placement of Moonshine Falls, located one mile upstream. Further upstream, early saw, grist and woolen mills were located along the creek.
