Aurora Summer Swim Program
The Wells College dock is open again for the Aurora Summer Swim Program from June 30- August 20.  Hours of operation are daily from 1 to 5 pm with an additional evening swim on Fridays until 7 pm. Children ages 12 and under must be signed in by a parent or guardian.  Additionally, there will be three swimming lesson sessions, July 7-11, July 21-25, and August 4-8; 2:15-2:45 for advanced and 3:00-3:30 for beginners. The DPW team sends their thanks to residents for bagging leaves and cutting brush to 4 foot lengths as requested. SCAT Van

Just a reminder that the Village of Aurora contracts annually with the Human Services Coalition of Cayuga County to provide SCAT van service to the disabled and the elderly.  Any person over 60 or any person under 60 with a disability that prevents them from using public transportation is eligible to use the service. Contact them at (315) 253-3548.  There is a suggested donation of $4.00 for each one-way trip.

Zoning and Building Permits

Permits are required for construction, alteration, removal or demolition of any building or structure including accessory buildings, for excavation, earth filling, and interior work and for conversions of buildings and land from one use to another.  Before you begin any project contact the Village Office at 364-7293, or drop by to meet with Code Enforcement Officer, Mick Piechuta, or the Zoning Enforcement Officer, Patrick Doyle, on Monday afternoons from 4 to 6 pm.  Applications can be downloaded from our web site, auroranewyork.us on the Permits and Applications page.   Also, please remember that fireworks require a permit.  Applications are available in the Village Office.
Letter from the Mayor
This has been a glorious transition from spring to summer in Aurora and the village is looking its best.  It’s also been a season of change for the village government, and I want to thank Pam Sheridan, Marie Taylor, and Michelle Murphy for their willingness to serve on community boards.  We have also hired a new zoning officer, Patrick Doyle, who will work with our current code officer, Mick Piechuta.  Along with the usual spring improvement projects, we have a major project proposal from the Inns of Aurora for the conversion of Wallcourt, the long-empty dormitory next to Taylor House, to a 17-room hotel.  For many years Aurora residents have looked forward to Wallcourt’s revitalization, and I encourage your attendance at the public hearing, tentatively scheduled for August 27th, that will be held for the project.  The major Village renovation this summer is the addition of a climber to the children’s memorial playground and the repositioning of the seesaw.  As many of you already know, Aurora is fortunate to have a group of local mothers, led by Cindy Wilcox and Erin Johnson, raising money for further improvements to the playground.  Their goal is to raise enough money by August to be able to purchase a combination structure – and we wish them success!  If you see Linda Schwab thank her and the Aurora Historical Society for a very successful Fourth of July event – the community reading of the Declaration of Independence, which we hope will become a yearly celebration.
